Kingston College 16-19 Bursary Fund and Adult Learner Support Fund

The aim of these government funds is to provide help to students experiencing severe financial
hardship. Contributions may be made towards College expenses such as materials charges,
equipment, books, field trips and travel costs.

Help may also be available for help with childcare for students aged over 20, but funds for this are very
limited and priority is given to students whose children are aged 3 or over.

These funds are discretionary and there are strict criteria regarding eligibility. There is no automatic
entitlement to funding and funds are limited.

e in the care of the local authority (a Looked After Child)
e are a Care Leaver (previously a Looked After Child)
e receiving Income Support because you live apart from your parents and are self-supporting
e disabled and receiving both Employment and Support Allowance and Disability Living
Allowance

we are aware of you and can support you throughout your time at Kingston College.
